Curriculum Title - Invasion








English


Our first stimulus text is ‘Arthur and the Golden Rope’ by Todd Stanton. We will be writing our own myth narratives and learning about building varied and rich vocabulary within different sentence types. We will then move on to write our own information texts where learning will focus on collecting research to support independent writing. The Spring Term brings a time of real focus on spellings. It is essential that the children learn their weekly spellings and then apply them in their independent writing. 


Handwriting requires the children to be writing fluently and with joins. 


Please ensure your children reads regularly at home and then they need to record their reading in their diary.

Mathematics                                                   


We will continue to develop mathematical understanding in regular lessons. In the Spring Term our maths is organised into key sequenced learning blocks comprising of:


Multiplication and division part 2 – we will focus on using factor pairs, multiply and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. We will then be multiplying 2 ,3 and 4-digit numbers by a single digit. 


Length and perimeter – we will be learning about meters and kilometres. 


Fractions – we will be comparing and ordering mixed number fractions, understanding improper fractions and converting improper fractions into mixed number fractions. 


Decimals – we will be thinking about tenths and hundredths and how to divide whole numbers by 10 and 100. 


You must keep practicing your times tables ready for the multiplication check in June. Practice will make perfect!














Using and applying mathematics











Science 


In the first half term, our topic is ‘States of Matter’. We will be learning about solids liquids and gases, melting freezing and particle theory. We will then be learning about measuring and recording the changes in water in its different states, including melting and freezing. 
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Our second half term will be all about ‘Grouping and Classifying’. In this unit of work, we will be learning about grouping living things, known as classification. We will study the animal and plant kingdoms and use and create classification keys to identify living things
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Geography   Our topic theme is ‘Misty Mountain, Winding River’. We will be learning about the characteristics and features of rivers and mountain ranges around the world. We will conduct a detailed exploration of the ecosystems and processes that shape them and the land around them. We will focus on a range of world rivers and use aerial images of UK and world mountains. We will also learn about the Water Cycle.  
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Art – Our project title is – ‘What a view’. We will be thinking about Mountainous landscapes and Atmospheric perspectives within pictures.                                                                                                      DT – Our unit title is ‘Functional and Fashionable Fabrics’. We will be learning about home furnishings and the significant designer William Morris.
